Prelude: What’s Under the Hood of v6.0 Beta!
This might be easier to answer if it was ‘What ISN’T under the hood of v6.0 Beta?’,  and to help prove this all the current features (Both New and previously existing features) are listed below:

New Features: (Introduced officially as of v6.0)

· Team Trivia is Now Available and completely configurable as to how it operates

· Maximum Number of Teams can be anywhere between 2-10 (Most Team TriviaBots

       have a Maximum of 4…hardly enough for the true hardcore trivia fans!) ;)

· Maximum Players Per Team can be anywhere between 1 and unlimited!

· Points To Win a Team Game can be anywhere from 1 to unlimited!

· Team Trivia Games can last anywhere between 1 minute to unlimited!

· Team Trivia Players will be auto-removed if they leave the channel and don’t use the !remove command!

· Team Trivia Scores Are Randomly Displayed between Trivia Rounds!

· Time Remaining in a Team Game is Randomly Displayed During the Game if the ‘Unlimited’ option hasn’t been selected, plus if there is 5 minutes or less remaining the bot will always display the remaining time between rounds!

· EVEN MORE streamlining and re-coding to make the bot far more responsive and less ‘evil’ regarding cpu hogging on a shell.

· If nobody answers the question correctly in either Team Mode or Normal Trivia, the bot gives itself  a point for outsmarting everyone! (Think of it as a little ‘Beat-The-Bot’ Mode) ;)

...AND BEST OF ALL... 

- YOU CAN HAVE TEAM TRIVIA ACTIVE AND SINGLE PLAYERS CAN STILL PLAY AND ENJOY THEIR USUAL TRIVIA FIX AS USUAL...PLUS ALL TEAM PLAYERS NOT ONLY WIN POINTS FOR THEIR TEAM BUT STILL CONTINUE INCREASING THEIR PERSONAL SCORES = TEAM TRIVIA AND INDIVIDUAL TRIVIA EXISTING TOGETHER IN TOTAL HARMONY = ALL YOUR PLAYERS GET THE BEST OF BOTH WORLDS! ;)

New Features added between v5.6-v5.9:

· The TriviaBot now features a built-in ScrambleBot mode and has it’s own individual settings in the Triviabot’s config file! (The Triviabot can either run as a pure Triviabot, pure ScrambleBot, or a mix of the two with percentage settings to decide which mode will be played for each round!)

· The ScrambleBot has it’s own personal settings regarding colors, banks to use, etc, etc…

· The Triviabot now accepts multiple answers to a question if your trivia banks contain more than one answer to a question! (Configurably enabled/disabled)

· An experimental mode has been added for the bot to accept ‘close’ answers! (Configurably enabled/disabled) [THIS IS STILL IN TESTING…YOU’VE BEEN WARNED!]

· Bonus points are given to players that have ‘winning streaks’ (Completely Configurable)

· Bonus point Trivia can be enabled in the config file to grant bonus points for Trivia (And Scrambles) that have lengthier answers if desired!

· Hint Modes now include Letter Hints, Vowel Hints (Full version only!), Scrambled Hints (Not in Scramble mode of course…*Grin*) and Reversed Hints…all configurable for which hint types you want enabled/disabled!

· ALL settings for the Triviabot are now contained in the Config file of the Triviabot (Advertisements and other previous items that were contained in the top section of the Triviabot tcl are included in this change!)

· The Triviabot now randomly displays the top X players for either the day, week, month, year, yesterday, last week, last month, last year and top streakers between rounds…all completely configurable as to which displays you would like to have in your channel!

Previous Features: (Introduced as of v5.5)

· It runs using a config file for people’s main triviabot settings! (So any/all bugfixes and updates should only require a replacement of the tcl file…no re-editing your settings each time!) 8)
· Settings can now be changed, uploaded to your triviabot, and then can take effect via a command used by the triviabot owner even while the triviabot is running!
· User host protections are now on all the main and necessary commands…so people can’t take your nick and mess with your triviabot commands!
· REALLY bad bug that was caused by one of my timer variables that would crash the bot if it was being used in a channel with ‘Trivia’ in its name…didn’t even see that glitch coming…ironic one though…8)
· The tracking of Already Asked Questions is now an optional setting due to it being too intense on some shells and they would kill the bot!
· Point Value Decreases in a round are now configurable!
· Point Value Decrease when a hint is used is now configurable!
· MAJOR re-vampments of scoring procedures…unfortunately, these changes will affect previous scores…most should be ok, but some people will lose their scores…best bet would be to delete all scores in all directories and start the new triviabot with a clean slate! (Sorry!)
· Top Ten Scores of ANY week can now be viewed using the !weektop10 command!
· Automatic and manual uploading of web and text scores to your website!
· Made the automatically created score webpages a LOT nicer to look at!

Section I: Triviabot Setup

1) UNZIP the archive! (If you haven't, you’re probably not reading this!) ;)

2) Copy all the directories into your bot's main directory (Eggdrop?), and

    place the .tcl script into the Scripts directory of your bot!

3) Doublecheck and ensure that the 'DemoBank.qst' and ‘ScrambleWords1.qst’ Trivia

    and Scramble Banks are inside the 'TriviaBanks' directory!

Next, there should be a file in the main directory of your eggdrop called ‘Triviabot_Config.txt’…this is the file where the triviabot’s settings are contained!

It should be pretty self-explanitory as to what-does-what in it in the file so I won’t go into HUGE detail here about every little thing…

The triviabot will create some needed files at times…below is a quick description of them:

“Config_Output.txt” – Debug file when the TriviaBot reads your config file!




 (Remember to attach this file to an e-mail if there’s a problem!)

“AlreadyAsked/QuestionInUse.txt” – An info file on the Question Currently In Use!




 (If your bot is hanging, use this file to see what question was in use!)

"AutoVoicedUsers.txt" - Contains All Users That The Bot Will Autovoice!

"TriviabotErroredQuestions.txt" – Reported Trivia Errors go in this file!

"TriviabotUserComments.txt" - All User Comments go here!

"TriviabotUserQuestions.log" - Tells you who left which Trivia questions!

"TriviabotUserQuestions.txt" - Contains all added user Trivia Questions!

"TriviaDeletions.log" - Tells you who deleted which questions!

"TriviaDeletions.qst" - The bot uses this one for ignoring deleted questions!

"TriviaEditedQuestions.txt" - The Triviabot uses this file for using edited Trivia questions!

"TriviaEditedQuestions.log" - Tells you who edited what trivia question!

"TriviaVoicedUsers.txt" - The bot records who gets autovoiced with this file!

"TriviaBankTotals.txt" - This file contains all totals of your trivia banks, plus your total 

     amount of trivia overall! The bot uses this file to make a lot of 

     things it has to do *MUCH* faster since it doesn't have to

     continually count out your trivia all the time!

########################################################################

The directories should be pretty much self-explanitory from their names:

"AlreadyAsked" - Contains all the info on questions already asked so far!

"GenericScoresHTML" - Web Page versions of constantly updated scorefiles!

"GenericScoresTEXT" - As above, but in normal text form!

"HTMLxxxxScores" - Directories for Daily/Weekly/Monthly/Yearly Scores as Web Pages! 

"TriviaBanks" - Place all your Trivia Question Banks in here!

"TriviaxxxxScores" - Directories for Daily/Weekly/Monthly/Yearly Scores in text form!

“TeamTriviaScoresHTML” – Web Page versions of Team Trivia Scores!

“TeamTriviaScoresTEXT” – As above, but in text form!
